(Circa 1867 - 1951)

Located on the corner of Carolinian drive and Old Airport road on the northeast corner
of the north half of lot 5 in the eighth concession School Section No. 8 Mosa was
formed in 1867. At this time, on January 4th, Malcolm McKellar sold one acre of his
property, including a teacher's residence, for twenty dollars to the Trustees of section 8,
Donald Chisholm, Colin Munro, and Alexander Ferguson.
School Section 8 closed circa 1951 and was later demolished in summer of 1999. There
is currently nothing remaining and sits as an empty lot.
