There is no limit to the weight of paid letters, but unpaid,

letters must not exceed 4 oz., unless for the public departments,

and no inland letter must exceed 24 inches in length.

Stamps may be used to pay the postage on foreign, colonial,

and ship-letters, as well as on inland letters, but, in using stamps
care must be taken that a sufficient number are put on the letter

to cover the postage, as inland letters insufficiently stamped
are charged double the deficiency ; and those for abroad are

liable to be detained, where the prepayment is compulsory, or

sent forward charged with the deficiency. Letters must either

be paid wholly in stamps or in money.

Stamps should be placed on the right hand corner of the

letter, and care must be taken to see that they adhere.

Redirected Lettkrs are liable to new rates of postage,

but though the new postage should not be paid on the reposting

of the letter, it will be charged only the prepaid rate on de-

livery.

Late Letters, posted at the provincial offices, must be paid
by attaching the requisite number of postage stamps tor the

postage as well as for the late letter fee, and are in time if put
into the Late Letter Box 15 miuutes after the closing of the box,

with an additional penny stamp affixed, and with three addi-
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tional stamps they are in time till 10 minutes before the despatch
of each mail.

Letters, when once posted, cannot be given back upon any
pretence whatever, but must be forwarded to the person to

whom they are addressed.

Letters containing articles of a perishable or dangerous
nature will be detained as soon as discovered.

Letters to warm climates should be wafered, not sealed, as the

wax is liable to be melted, to the injury of the other letters.

Money Orders.—An order from any one Post-office on any
other, for any sum not exceeding £2, may be obtained for 3d.,

and for a sura between that and £5, for dd. A money order
must be presented for payment before the end of the second
calendar month after that in which it was issued, otherwise a
new order will be necessary, for which a second commission
must be paid ; and if not presented before the end of the

twelfth month, the money will not be paid at all.

Registration.—Any letter can be registered on payment
of a registration fee of 6d. The postage must be prepaid in

stamps, except the letter is going abroad, when it may be pre-

paid in money or stamps, but the registration fee of 6d. is in

all cases to be paid in money. Registered letters to France are

charged double the French rate of postage, in addition to the

6 d registration fee ; and to Prussia, an additional charge of 3d
is made; letters to other foreign countries and the colonies

cannot be registered farther than the port of despatch. Regis-
tered letters must be posted half an hour before the time of the

box closing for other letters.

NEWSPAPERS.

Stamped British newspapers, after being sanctioned by the

Postmaster-General, pass free from one place to any other place

in Great Britain. But when addressed to a person residing

within the delivery of the post-town where it is posted. Id is

charged on each paper. British and colonial newspapers pass

free to and from the colonies by the mail packets— the privi-

lege includes papers to and from the East Indies by the South-
ampton packets ; and if sent by the Monthly Closed Mails,

via Prance, they are charged 3d, and must be prepaid. When
the conveyance is by private ship, the postage is Id. Foreign
newspapers received in Britain, and British newspapers sent to

foreign countries, are liable to a postage of 2d, unless there be a

reciprocity treaty with the foreign Post-office, when they pass

free. The exemption, however, is only total in the case of

Post-office conveyances. The following are the countries to

which newspapers are forwarded free ; Altona, Brazil, Bremen,
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Bolivia, Buenos Ayres, Columbia, Cuxhaven, Denmark, Equa*
tor, Greece, Hamburg, Hayti, La Guayra, Lubeck, New Grana-
da, Oldenburg, Peru, Spain, and Venezuela. Newspapers
from and to France, Prussia, and countries through Prussia,

are charged ^d. To Holland and Hanover the charge is Id.,

Chili 4d. Turkey, Moldavia, Wallachia, the Levant, Egypt,
Greece, Ionian Islands and Italian States, not belonging to

Austria, if sent through Prussia, via Ostend, Hamburg, or Hol-

land, are charged l^d. Newspapers from Canada through the

United States charged Id. Foreign and colonial newspapers
cannot be reposted, after having been read, with a new address,

under penalty of full postage charged as a letter ; but if the

person to whom they are originally addressed has removed or

left the place, they can, if not read, be re-directed, and for-

warded without additional charge. All newspapers must be

without covers, or in covers open at the sides, and any mark or

writing is allowed to be put on newspapers (passing from place to

place in the United Kingdom, but not to the colonies or foreign

parts), if a penny label stamp is affixed either on the cover or

outside of the newspaper ; but no writing is permitted, other

than the address, on the cover, nor any enclosure, under penal-

ty of it being charged the full letter rate of postage. The
name and address of the newsvender who may forward the

paper, is however allowed to be printed upon the cover with-

out it being charged. It is recommended that the address be
written, not only on the cover, but on some exposed part of the

newspaper. All newspapers sent out of the kingdom must be

posted within 7 days after publication.

PARLIAMENTARY PAPERS, BOOKS, &c.

Printed Parliamentary papers may be sent by post from
place to place in the United Kingdom, or to the colonies by the

packets, and the proceedings of colonial legislatures sent by
packet may be received—at the following rates :—If not ex-

ceeding 4 oz. Id.; if exceeding 4 oz. and not exceeding 8
oz. 2d. ; if exceeding 8 oz. and not exceeding 12 oz. 3d., and
so on ; and if sent to the colonies by private ship, they are

charged double those rates. N'.B. The privilege as to the co-

lonies does not embrace the Mediterranean packet conveyance
to India. There is no limitation as to weight. Papers must
be without covers, or in covers open at the sides, and must
have no enclosures or writing other than the address. In

papers passing inland, prepayment is optional. Petitions and
addresses forwarded to Her Majesty pass free. Members of

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Turnpike Roads.—In the year ending on the 31st December,
1847, the number of trusts was 223. The expense of collect-

ing the tolls was £3,033 ; the net amount of the tolls, £263,204 ;

the receipts from other sources, £28,163. The expenditure on
new roads and improvements was £21,380 ; on repairing roads,

£142,114 ; on sites for toll-houses, gardens, &c., £361 ; on
erecting toll-houses, gates, &c., £2,381 ; on advertising and
letting tolls, £2,037 ; on obtaining Acts of Parliament, £2,205 ;

on law expenses, £3,155; on salaries of surveyors, £10,154;
on management, exclusive of collecting tolls and surveying,

£7,754 ; on interest of debt, £48,865 ; on paying off debt,

£35,904 ; on other charges, £12,010.

Statute-Labour Roads.—In the year 1847, the number of

statute labour districts in Scotland was 258. The number of

surveyors was 340 ; of collectors, 411 ; of acting trustees, 3,038 ;

of meetings of trustees held during the year, 502. The expense

of collection of conversion in lieu of statute labour, was £3,965

;

the value of the labour for statute services, £1,442 ; the salaries

of the surveyors, £4,291.

The total receipts of the turnpike trusts in England and
Wales in the year 1847, amounted to £1,283,878, of which
£1,214,709 accrued from tolls ; £30,882 from statute labour

and highway rates ; £6,026 from money borrowed ; and £32,261
from other sources. The total expenditure amounted to

£1,297,461, of which £692,894 were on repairs ; £31,317 on
improvements; £87,416 on salaries ; £21,250 on law charges ;

£262,530 on interest of debt ; 149,424 on payment of bonded
debt ; and £52,630 on other payments. The bonded debt

amounted to £6,483,081 ; the unpaid interest to £1,493,734.

YEOMANRY CAVALRY.

The number of corps of Yeomanry Cavalry in Great Britain

in the year 1848-9 was 61 ; the number of troops, 251 ; of com-
missioned officers, 950 ; of other ranks, 15,358.

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AYESHIRE

Ayrshire is in extent 56 miles in length, by 26 in breadth,

containing 1600 square miles, divided into 46 Parishes. The
Population in 1831 was 145,055 ; in 1841, 164,356 ; and in

1851, 189,210. The Parliamentary Constituency is about 4,300,

being the largest in Scotland. It is divided into three dis-

tricts—Bailiaries, vphose separate jurisdictions were annulled,

by statute, in 1748—Cuninghame, north ; Kyle, in the centre ;

and Carrick, south. Renfrewshire bounds Ayrshire on the

north, from Largs to Loudoun Parishes : the Counties of

Lanark and Dumfries on the east, from Loudoun to the

southernmost point of the Parish of New Cumnock : the

Stewartry of Kirkcubright thence on the south to the S.E. point

of Colmonell : and Wigtownshire on the south to the sea. The
west side of Ayrshire, which forms a crescent, about 75 miles

long, is bounded by the Firth of Clyde. Irvine Water separates

Cuninghame from Kyle ; and the River Doon Kyle from Carrick.

Ayrshire, which among the Counties of Scotland ranks next to

Aberdeenshire in population, has acquired no small portion ofits'

widely-spread fame as the land of Bruce, Wallace, and Burns.

Of late years, it has risen greatly in importance, from the rapid

increase of its manufactures and shipping, its improvements in

agriculture, and the valuable fields of iron and lead, with
which in addition to coal and lime, it abounds. The num-
ber of contested elections in Ayrshire, since 1832, has also

been a mean of bringing it from time to time under the eye of the

nation. It is made prominent every five years by the Caledonian
Hunt at Ayr ; annually by the Western Meeting at Ayr,
in September or October ; and by the Eglinton Park Meetings
at Irvine. Perhaps in this enumeration we ought not to omit
mention of the Eglinton Tournament in September, 1839, which
we can well believe attracted thousands of strangers to Ayrshire
who otherwise might never have made the pilgrimage. The
formation of the Glasgow and Ayrshire Railway has also exercis-

ed a powerful influence in giving prominence to Ayrshire ; and
now that the Glasgow, Dumfries, & Carlisle Railway is opened,

a communication from the South is established, the importance

of which is daily becoming more appreciated, while the traffic

at the Port of Ayr, and other harbours along the coast, will be

vastly increased, as they afford ready outlets for the inexhaus-

tible mineral resourses of the rich districts through which it i»

proposed that the projected line shall pass.

AYR.
Ayr, the County Town, and a Royal Burgh, obtained its Charter
from William the Lion, about the year 1206. The River Ayr
divides it from Newton and Wallacetown. Ayr proper con-
tains only about 10,000 inhabitants; but, in speaking of its Popu-
lation it is generally taken in conjunction with Newton and
Wallacetown, shewing an aggregate of about 22,000. In the
Charter of erection the name of the Town, derived evidently
from that of the River, is written Ar, with a dash through the
r—indicating the true orthography Are. The corruption of
introducing i first occurs in the records of the neighbouring
Burgh of Prestwick, where the word is written Aire. In the
old records of the burgh of Ayr, we find, for several years, Ayre,
latterly superseded by Aire. In the iSth Century the e was
dropped, and in process of time the i gave place to y, and the
present spelling Ayr is now almost universal. Partaking more
of the Professional than Commercial character—with a Seminary
long famed for the Education of youth—a fine climate—situate

in a bay, said to be second only to that of Naples—a beautiful

Sea beach—moderate rents—excellent Hotels—famous for its

Races—the returning Parliamentary Burgh of the District—

a

Circuit Station of the Justiciary Court—a Synod and Presby-
tery Seat—with every grade of Society from the peer to the
peasant, within its bounds—and with the Scenery in its neigh-
bourhood, immortalized by Burns—it has for a great many
years been a favourite resort for families, and individuals having
the charge of youth; for Invalids ; for Gentlemen of the Naval
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and Military Professions ; for natives who have amassed wealth
abroad, and for others who have been fortunate enough to be
able to retire from business at home. If Ayr had attractions

of old, these have been greatly increased of late. Indeed, we
may safely assert, that no town in Scotland, of the same extent,

has, within the last few years, undergone so much improvement
in every respect. Elegant and costly public and private Build-

ings have been erected in the Town—the Vicinity has been
studded with handsome villas—the improvement of the Harbour
has been attended with a great increase of Shipping—we have
one Carpet Manufactory, where employment is given to. about
200 of the Operative classes—the Town and neighbourhood are

well lighted with gas by two Companies—one spirited Company
has supplied the Town with water—and another has erected

Public Baths—and the Glasgow and Ayrshire Hallway has

brought us, if we may use the expression, within a couple of

hours of the Western Metropolis, while the South-Western line

has regularly opened up a communication from Ayr, by Dum-
fries, to England, of which we have only yet begun to experience

the advantage.

THE RIVER AYR AND " THE TWA BRIGS."

Arrived at the Railway Station at Ayr, the object nearest the

Traveller, is the River Ayr, about thirty miles long, the source

of which is on the border of the County, at the eastern extremity

of the parish of Muirkirk. Its course, after it leaves the hills,

is remarkable for richness and variety of scenery. It abounds
with trout, and yielded salmon plentifully, till the erection, in

1700, of a high dam-dyke at the Town's Mills obstructed their

passage up the river. About fifty yards from the Station, is

the New Bridge, and about 200 yards up the river the " Auld
Brig," which boasted it would be in existence when its more
modern neighbour was "a cairn o' stanes" : and very nearly,

had the taunt proved true ; as the New Bridge having be-

come too narrow for the convenience of the Public, the Com-
missioners obtained an Act of Parliament to widen it, which
was accordingly done in 1840. This Bridge was built in 1778,

and cost about £4000. The old bridge was built in the reign

of Alexander III (1249-1285), by Isobel Lowe and her sister,

two maiden ladies, who, tradition states, spent their fortunes on
the undertaking. In this they are said to have been actuated

by the philanthropic desire to prevent the loss of life to the

inhabitants occasionally sustained from crossing by a ford about

200 yards up the river.

Fronting the visiter, as he crosses the bridge to Ayr, is Sand-
gate Street, in the centre of which, till 1825, stood the Town's
Buildings, consisting of Council Room, Jail, and Steeple. At

Scotland, being about 226 feet. The buildings, which are in

the Grecian style, and of the composite order, were designed by
Mr Hamilton, architect, Edinburgh, were founded on 28tll

March, 1828, and cost about £10,000. Though the situation is

low, the spire can be seen for many miles around Ayr. The
public rooms consist of a spacious News Room, well furnished

with newspapers and periodicals, a Ball Eoom, 47| feet long by
26^ broad, and ante-rooms to each, so constructed that the whole

can be thrown into one suite of apartments. The Spire, which
is a great ornament to the town, was struck by lightning in

the winter of 1835, which dislodged two stones near its summit,

but fortunately did no farther damage. The injured spot was
repaired in the following summer. The bell in the spire, weight
22 cwt., which is remarkable for its fine tone, is heard at a

great distance.

WELLINGTON SQUARE, AND COUNTY BUILDINGS.

Wellington Square, which usually attracts the attention of

strangers, is of modern formation. The houses, in many in-

stances, are occupied by the proprietors, and where otherwise,

rents range from £40 to £70. The feu paid to the town is 3s.

per fall on the South side, and 6s. on the North. The North-

west side of the Square is formed by the County Buildings,

These are the most extensive buildings in Ayrshire ; containing

Court-house, County Hall, or Assembly Room, and commodious
chambers for officials connected with the Law Courts and Burgh.

There are in the County Hall portraits of the late Earl of

Eglinton, Lord-Lieutenant of the County, in the costume of

Colonel of the Lowland Eencibles ; of his Lordship's brother-

in-law, the late John Hamilton of Sundrura (grandfather of the

present proprietor of Sundrum), and for forty years Convener
of the County ; and of the late venerable Earl of Glasgow,

Lord-Lieutenant of Ayrshire. In the rear, enclosed by a high

wall, is the Prison, where the new system of discipline has been

very successfully introduced. The buildings were finished in

1822, and cost upwards of £30,000 ; and they are now being

enlarged by an extensive addition to the Prison.

WALLACE TOWER.
This Gothic building on High Street, seen from a considera-

ble distance, from the summit of which a fine view is obtained,

was finished in 1832. It was designed by Mr. Hamilton, and
cost about £1400. It stands on the site of an old tower, taken

down in 1830, of which the public records bear no account, but

which has always been associated with the name of Sir William
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Wallace. A statue of the renowned chief, cut by Thorn, the
famed sculptor of " Tam o' Shanter and Souter Johnny," occu-
pies a niche in front of the new edifice. The Scottish patriot is

represented, not in warlike attitude, but in a thoughtful mood,
as if musing on the wrongs of his country. The attitude and
outline have been censured by some critics, and praised by
others; but the workmanship has, at all hands, been held to

be exquisite. The cost of the statue was 120 guineas, and the
money was subscribed in a fortnight, chiefly through the exer-
tions of Mr Auld, Doonbrae Cottage (Thorn's chief patron). A
figure of less pretension and rather dwarfish, cut by Mr Reid
of Glasgow, was placed in a niche in the gable of the corner
house, east end of Newmarket Street, in 1810, by Henry Cowan,
Esq. Mr Cowan put up this statue to replace an old repre-

sentation of the head of Wallace in the same situation, which
had fallen into decay. This effigy was originally erected there

to commemorate the sheltering of Wallace from his enemies
under that roof.

THE FORT, ST. JOHN'S CHURCH, &C.

Passing from Wellington Square towards the river, the visiter

casts his eye upon an old Tower to his left, in a pasture-

field of 18 acres. The Tower is a venerable relict of the Burgh
or Parish Church, founded in the twelfth century, and dedicated

to St. John the Baptist. The church itself was built in the

form of a cross ; and, at the eastern end of the transept, had an
elegant and richly-ornamented Gothic window. In 1560, it fell

into the hands of the Reformed Clergy, of whom was the Rev.
John Welsh, of much respected memory, son-in-law of John
Knox, the Reformer. In 1652 Oliver Cromwell, coveting the

situation of the ground around the Church, protected on the

north-west by the river Doon, which then (as elsewhere ex-

plained) flowed close past it, and on the south-west by the sea,

which has since greatly receded—took possession of it, turning
the church into an armoury, and erecting around it a strong
fortified citadel. The ground plan is in the form of a hexagon,
but the figures are irregular. The main bastion, occupying the

north-eastern angle, close upon the harbour, and next the town,
has a commanding position, and is supposed to occupy the site

of the ancient palace and castle of Ayr, built by William the
Lion. The tower had originally two triangular gables, which
the St. John's Lodge of Freemasons in Ayr removed, substitu-

ting the present turrets. This spacious enclosure belongs to

the Marquis of Ailsa, and of late years has been advertised for

sale. Some public spirited individuals have suggested the idea

of purchasing it, and laying it out as public walks and gardens
to ornament the town, and afford a place of recreation and
amusement for the inhabitants ; and it has been thought that
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the expense of its cultivation might be defrayed by the sale of

annual tickets for families, and by a small charge for admission

to Promenades, Soirees, and Musical Entertainments, in the

summer evenings.

BURGH OR PARISH CHURCH OF AYR.

Cromwell, though not very ceremonious in the acquisition of

St. John's Church and grounds, made some compensation to the

Burgh in money (£160), which aided in the erection of the

present Old Church of Ayr, on the site of the Franciscan monas-

tery, founded by the Bishop of St. Andrews ; the only trace of

which, at the present day, is in the name of a spring called the

Friars' Well, which issues from the wall of the Old Church-

yard, into the river Ayr. The galleries, and for the most part

the seats of the Old Church, are those placed in it when origin-

ally erected in 1654 ; but it has been recently repaired, heated

with water pipes, lighted with gas, and made otherwise very

comfortable. The floor is yet, however, below the level of the

graves outside.

Ayr has been a collegiate charge since the days of Queen
Mary ; and on its junction with Alloway, about the end of the

17 th century, the stipend, £32, was divided equally between

the two ministers of Ayr. The stipend of the first charge, held

by the Rev. Dr. x\uld, is 8| chalders, half meal and half here,

and one chalder for Communion Elements, with the half of the

£32 from Allowav, already mentioned, and the half of the

interest of £1,000 bequeathed to the two Ayr ministers, by John
Fergusson, Esq., of Doonholm. To this charge is also attached

a handsome manse with glebe, situate in the suburLs, on the

Dalmellington road.

NEW CHURCH.

The church of the second charge— a modern building, is

situate close to the entrance to the Fort. The Rev. Alexander

Cuthill, minister of the second charge, accepted as his assistant

and successor, the Rev. \Tilliam Shaw, formerly in Bonhill,

whose emoluments are secured by arrangement entered into

between tlie Rev. Mr Cuthill and the Patrons, the Magistrates,

and Kirk Session. The stipend of the second minister consists

partly of the old stipend of the second charge—of a sum from

the Exchequer— of an allowance from the Magistrates for extra

service—of the half of the interest of Mr Fergusson's donation

of £1,000, and of £46 13s 4d in lieu of a manse and glebe.

MONASTERIES.

Besides the Monastery already alluded to, of the Order of

St. Francis, or Grey Friars, founded by the inhabitants of Ayr,

in 1472, on the site of which the Old Church of Ayr stands, there

was, in the same vicinity, near Mill Street, a Monastery of Do-
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aainicans^or Black Friars, the first of that order established in

Scotland, founded by the Bishop of St. Andrews, in 1230. The
charter granted by Alexander II. was dated at Forfar, in 1242,

and confirmed by Robert Bruce at Girvan, in the 33d year of

his reign. The ruins of both these religious establishments have
BOW disappeared.

MALT CROSS.

The Malt Cross of Ayr, where all proclamations were made^
stood opposite Dr. Whiteside's property, where New-Bridge
Street meets High Street. It was removed when the New
Bridge was built in 1778. Coins of Charles II., found at ita

base, indicate its having been erected during his reign. Here
Maggie Osburne, " the Ayrshire Witch "—a young woman said

to have possessed considerable personal charms, and some pro-

perty, and who lived in that house, now No. 76, High Street,

aearly opposite the Fish Cross, suffered about the end of the 16th

century. Being eccentric, she was suspected to be in league

with Satan— chiefly in reference to having built her house in a

very expeditious manner— and was tried, condemned, and
burned at the Stake, on a mound at the west end of the Town's
Low Green. This, fortunately, was the last scene of the kind

witnessed in Scotland. In England the penal statutes against

witchcraft were not abrogated by the legislature till the middle

of the 18th century, about the year 1752 ; and it is a singular

coincidence, that the last victim in England was also a female,,

named " Osbourne ;" an aged pauper, who was killed by a mob
in Staffordshire, in 1750. Her husband narrowly escaped with

his life. Barrington estimates the number of persons put tO'

death in England on the charge of witchcraft, at 30,000 !

HARBOUR OF AYR.

The Harbour of Ayr, like all others formed at the mouths of

rivers, is not easily kept deep, from the alluvial matter brought
down during the floods, and deposited at its bar. This draw-back
has been, in great part, removed within the last few years, by
walls on either side, a breakwater thrown across the north side of

the river, and the operations of a Steam Dredge,andDivingBel],
The chief woi'ks at the Harbour are Messrs Sloan and Gemmell's
Patent Slip ;;nd Building Yard, on the north side, and Mr
Paton's Patent Saw Mills, Bone Mill, and Stone Sawing Ap-
paratus, &c., on the south. A very suitable new Light'iouse

has lately been erected, on the North side of the river, which,

from its height and the brilliancy of its gas-lights, affords a

certain guide to mariners. From the point of the South Pier,

there is a fine view of the Bay of Ayr, stretching from the

Kyles of Bute to the Heads of Ayr ; and in very clear weather
the north-east coast of Ireland may be discerned.

NEWTON AND WALLACETOWN

Are divided from the town of Ayr proper, by the river Ayr.

The latest burgh charters of Newton bear date 1595 and 1600,

but refer to older charters that have not been preserved. Tra-

dition assigns the original charter to the year 1315, as having

been then granted by King Robert the Bruce. The land was

originally divided equally amoog 48 freemen (10 or 12 acres

each), subject to periodical allotment every ele\en, and later,

every seven years ; but, in January 1829, the holdings were de-

clared by agreement to be 999 years, so as to encourage the

improvement of the land. Newton has a jurisdiction separate

from that of Ayr.
Wallacetown, though a quoad sacra parish, is in the parish

of St. Evox. It is not embraced within the jurisdiction of either

Ayr or Newton, and has no local magistrates or police. A large

proportion of the population are coal miners or weavers. Inde-

pendent of its anomalous position, its buildings have been

much improved of late, particularly fronting the river Ayr.

THE PARISH OF ST. EVOX,

Which includes Wallacetown, lies NE. of Ayr. Population—

In 1831, 5348 ; 1841, 6055 ; 1851, 7146. Increase since 1831,

1798. JExtent—The parish contains 5000 acres, and is five

miles long, and three broad. Boundaries—It is bounded on the

south by the river Ayr ; and on the east, north, and west, by

the parishes of Tarbolton, Monkton, and Newton. Character-

la 1831, the agricultural population was 1071, Wallacetown

and Content containing 4277 souls. The inhabitants of the two

latter places, and of Whitletts, belong chiefly to the poorer class

of Irish settlers, and are employed as colliers, labourers, and

weavers by Glasgow and Paisley houses. There are also a num=
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"ber of artisans, carters, publicans, and shop-keepers, with an
undue proportion of strangers frona Ireland, who keep lodging-
houses, or have means of subsistence equally precarious. Hus-
bandry is in a flourishing state, and the land is in possession of
an intelligent and industrious tenantry. There are several ex-
cellent freestone quarries in the parish. Markets, ^c.—Ayr
serves as a convenient market town, whose Fairs are common
to Newton and St. Evox parishes.

Ardrossan lies 12 miles south of Largs ; 2 miles SE. of Steven-
ston ; and 4| miles JST.E. of West Kilbride. The parish includes

the two sea-poits of Ardrossan and Saltcoats. Population—In
1831, 3595 ; 1841, 4947 ; 1851, 5439. Increase since 1831, 1844.

Extent—The parish contains about 11 square miles ; its length
is about 6 miles, its breadth about 4. Boundaries—It is bounded
on the south-west, by the Firth of Clyde; on the north-east, by
Dairy ; on the east, by Stevenston and Kilwinning ; and on the
north-west, by West Kilbride. Character—Saltcoats is chiefly

inhabited by sailors, fishers, and weavers, and many of the
females are employed in the sowing of muslin. The ship-

building carried on in Ardrossan gives employment to a large

number of the inhabitants ; and the town is much frequented

for sea-bathing by the gentry of Glasgow and Edinburgh, and
other places. Markets, &c.—Three fairs are held in the parish

annually : one in Saltcoats on the last Thursday of May. for

cattle, pigs, &c. ; the other two in Ardrossan—one of them ia

^v\y, the other on the fourth Thursday of November.

Irvine, which is a Eoyal Burgh, lies 3 miles from Kilwinning,
which bounds it on the west ; 7 miles north-west ofKilmarnock

;

and 12 miles north of Ayr. Boundaries—On the east and south-

east it is divided from the parish of Dreghorn by the river

Annick ; on the west it is bounded by the Garnock, which di-

vides it from Kilwinning ; on the south by the river Irvine,

which separates it from Dundonald parish ; and on the north
by the parish of Stewarton. Extent—The land in the parish
of Irvine extends to 2914 acres of arable, and 3673 acres of

wood. The parish is upwards of 4 miles in length, and where
its width is greatest it is nearly two miles broad. Population—
In 1831, 5200; 1841,5214; 1851, 5665. Increase since 1831,

465. Character—Agriculture is prosecuted in the parish, and
upwards of a hundred of the population, male and female, are

engaged in the cultivation of the soil. The townspeople, in-

cluding the inhabitants of Fullarton (which is joined with Ir-

vine in the Parliamentary Burgh), are chiefly employed in

handloom weaving—the work being supplied to a great extent

by Glasgow and Paisley houses. The females are principally

occupied in hand-sewing. Many of the inhabitants of Irvine are

people who have retired from business, or from the naval and
military services. Being the capital of a rich agricultural dis-

trict, and itself the most ancient of the Western ports, it is the
seat of considerable business. The Academy has earned a well

merited celebrity as an educational institution, and the teachers

are, to a certain extent, salaried from the funds of the burgh.
This forms one of the inducements for respectable families from
a distance settling down in the locality.

Extent—The parish, exclusive
of the Island of Little Cumbrae, which is merely united
to West Kilbride quoad sacra, extends to 8650 acres. In
length it is about 6 miles, while its medium breadth is 2^.

KILIVIARNOCK.
(Kilmarnock—distant 12 miles from Ayr.)

Kilmarnock is situated on the banks of the water of the same;
name, a short distance above its union with the river Irvine.
It is the most populous and most rapidly-increasing town in
Ayrshire. The name is derived from St. Mernock or Mar-
nock, who lived about the beginning of the fourth century,
but of whom nothing is known. It does not appear in
public documents till the fourteenth century, when it is

mentioned in connexion with the Boyds of Dean : and even then
Kilmarnock appears to have been a place of little note, the
name being applied apparently to a tract of land rather than to

a particular place. In fact, Kilmarnock was a mere hamlet in

the days ofJames VI., its people entirely dependent upon their
feudal superiors—the lords of the neighbouring Dean Castle.
The favourable situation of the town, and the rich resources of
the district, combined to increase its importance. In 1591,
James YL constituted Kilmarnock a free burgh of barony,
Charles IL confirming the constitution in 1672, In earlier

times the population were principally employed in manufactur-
ing " braid bonnets " and " cowls." This trade flourished till the
middle of the eighteenth century, when the weaving of carpets
became the chief business of the place. Tlie trades of the town
at this time received several accessions, and the busy village

became busier than ever. The extinction of the feudal domi-
nation of the Boyds, by whom the burgh had been kept in
subjection, and its sources of wealth contracted ; the forma-
tion of good roads ; and the Union, produced a vast and
acceptable change. The opening of the present century saw
m&ny improvements effected in Kilmarnock. Calico printing
was introduced, Handloom weaving assumed a more promi-
nent position among the local trades. Greater facilities of
conveyance did much to extend the general business of the
town. A tramway was formed to the seaport of Troon—the first

of the kind constructed in Scotland ; new buildings were erected;
the streets, formerly narrow, were widened—famed for their irre-

gularity in former days, they were made more uniform—and
otherwise ext^ended and improved. The breadth of the town
scarcely corresponds with its length ; nevertheless it has a fine

appearance, favoured by its position in a fertile basin, shel-

tered by softlj'^-ascending uplands. Kilmarnock claims to be
the commercial capital of the county, and is to Ayr what Glas-
gow is to Edinburgh—the one the seat of fashion, learning, and
law; the other the busy scene of manufactures and commer-
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cial traffic. Kilmarnock and its trade have steadily increased

of late years. In 1840 it was connected by railway with

Glasgow, Paisley, and the harbours on tiie West coast.

Daring the last ten years, we have witnessed the Iron Way
intersecting the entire district—passing up, the fertile valley

of the Irvine, studded with busy villages ;
prosecuting its

course to the classic braes of the Ayr and Lugar
;
penetrating

the rich mineral districts around Cumnock and Muirkirk ; sup-

planting the antiquated tramway to Troon ; extending the

Glasgow and South-Western to Carlisle; and thus making
Kilmarnock one of the chief links in the chain connecting

the West Country with England. Kilmarnock is improving,

too, in he.r educational, musical, and literary institutions.
